Please join MinnSARDA in congratulating Kathy
Newman and her most recent partner, Bandit on
their first find together. The team responded to a
home (propane gas) explosion and ensuing fire
on February 21, 2007 in east central Minnesota.
The house had been completely destroyed and
officials had been told by family that the adult
male homeowner was still inside the home when
the explosion occurred. Due to the nature of this
scene (the two story home had completely
collapsed), there were many hazards such as hot
spots/burning areas, glass and metal shards, nails
and standing contaminated water.
Kathy and Bandit worked off and on for several
hours alternating between searching the rubble
and waiting for the backhoe to remove debris.
Bandit showed interest in a particular area on the
west side of the site and then gave his sit
indication.  After emergency crews and
machinery removed several more layers of
rubble, the body was located in what had been
the basement of the home within several feet of
where Bandit had given his indication.
Great job Kathy and Bandit! We appreciate your
dedication and hard work.



We continue to get questions about when dues
are due, who can sponsor a new member, how
long it takes to be voted on for membership, and
what to do if a prospective member doesn't have
a sponsor.
Dues are due every January 1. It doesn't matter
when you originally joined CSAR, after the first
year - or piece of, your dues are due on Jan 1.
If not paid by March, a reminder letter will be
sent and if still unpaid ninety days later, you
will be dropped from CSAR membership.  If
your membership lapses, you must reapply for
membership to CSAR.

Who can sponsor a new member. A
new standing rule was adopted by the CSAR
membership in October 2002, stating that a
sponsor must be a member in good standing for
at least a year before sponsoring new members.

This time frame can vary from
a few weeks to a few months depending on
when a membership application is received in
regards to when the next newsletter is published.
All proposed applicants are published in the
CSAR newsletter for the entire membership to
be aware of proposed new members.

What if I don't have a sponsor. We will
try very hard to put an interested applicant in
touch with a current CSAR member in their
area. However, this is not always possible and a
letter of recommendation from their agency on
official letterhead or a resume of their SAR
involvement can be substituted for a sponsor.

Q. I always worry that we will get called out just
after I have fed my dog. Any ideas?
A. Well the only way not to worry about that is to
not feed the dog but not a good option. It has
always been a concern of handlers. The only thing
you can do is to feed twice a day so there won't be
but so much food in the stomach at any given time.
We are guessing you are concerned about bloat. It
is very seldom that we hear of a dog bloating on the
trail. Familiarize yourself with the symptoms of
bloat and the first aide you can render in the field.
One can easily carry a tube that has been marked
and the bite stick in their pack. Talk to your Vet
about your concerns.
Q. I keep hearing people talking about not
running on the trail. Both my dog and I like to
run. I thought the idea was to find the person as
quickly as possible. Why can't I run if I want to?
I always out run my back-up so I don't think
they are that important.
A. Yes, the idea is to find the MP as quickly as
possible. But on the other hand you need a work
ethic that wouldn't jeopardize you, the dog, and
your back-up. The back-up's job is to handle the
radio, keep up with your position as much as
possible, and to watch out for your safety. This
isn't possible if you all are running pellmell trough
the woods. Holes, ravens, cliffs, rotten tree stumps,
to name a few have a way of looming up in front of
you out of the blue. When out working, two heads
are better than one. Back-ups can help with the
victim if need be. You never know the mental status
of someone lost.  Remember some people don't
want to be found. They could be possible suicide
victims, someone who had actually committed a
crime that wasn't know when you were briefed, or
someone who is actually nuts that the family didn't
want to admit too. Most of us love our GPS. But

But there are times when they can be off or of no
help. And Oh one little detail, your dog at a dead
run can miss so much like turns and can actually
run out of the scent pool. He has to slow down and
then go back and search or it. You can miss alerts
or attitude changes in your dog. And then put your
self in the mind set of some elderly person hearing
the crashing of racket coming at them through the
woods or brush. Heart attack city.

Q.I hear that there is a new technique of putting
a treat in with the scent article for a scent
discriminating dog. How does that work?
A. Well do you want your dog to find a treat or a
person? Do you want him thinking about the scent
or his tummy? Lets don't confuse the dog with 2

What do you do if your puppy (or mischievous
older dog) gets into your holiday decorations and
eats some of the glass ornaments? This
potentially lethal mishap can darken even the
brightest holiday season.
This may even be used when they injest other
small objects. If it should be something like
rocks feed them can pumpkin, straight from the
can.

THE PROCEDURE
BEFORE the holiday go to a pharmacy and buy
a box of cotton balls. Be sure that you get
COTTON balls ... not the "cosmetic puffs" that
are made from man-made fibers.
Also, buy a quart of half-and-half coffee cream
and put it in the freezer.

Should your dog eat glass ornaments, defrost the
half-and-half and pour some in a bowl. Dip
cotton balls into the cream and feed them to your
dog.

Dogs under 10 lbs should eat 2 balls which you
have first torn into smaller pieces.
Dogs 10-50 lbs should eat 3-5 balls and larger
dogs should eat 5-7.
You may feed larger dogs an entire cotton ball at
once. Dogs seem to really like these strange
"treats" and eat them readily. As the cotton
works its way through the digestive tract it will
find all the glass pieces and wrap itself around

them. Even the teeniest shards of glass will be
caught and wrapped in the cotton fibers and the
cotton will protect the intestines from damage by
the glass.
Your dog's stools will be really weird for a few
days and you will have to be careful to check for
fresh blood or a tarry appearance to the stool. If
either of the latter symptoms appear you should
rush your dog to the vet for a checkup but, in
most cases, the dogs will be just fine.
