May 17, 2009 

  
Started at 1903 Hours  CDT     
Present:  Elane Flower Maudlin, Ginger Branyon, Mike Byrd, Larry Welker, Lois Rustin, Geri Messina,  Terri 
Slizewski, Linda Uihlein, Darcy Harbaugh, Rick Myers 
 
Discussion of previous meeting minutes.  Request to correct spelling errors and a little bit of wording and 
formatting.  Motion to accept previous minutes made by Ginger, seconded by Lois.  All ayes.  Darcy asked 
about posting meeting minutes on-line after accepted, Lois motioned to table discussion for a future meeting.  
Linda seconded.  All ayes. 
 
Treasurer’s report – without full Carolyn/Bank account information, still limited on treasurer’s report.  At this 
time Larry has received 4 renewal checks and a donation from NASDA.  Not deposited yet without bank 
account information.  Per Rick, bank account signature cards are on their way.  990 EZ form has been 
submitted for 2009.  Clarified again that memberships, new and renewals, should all go to the PO in Athens 
AL.  Linda recommended that Terri send some reminders over the next month about memberships being due. 
 
Committee Reports: 
Seminar Committee (Ginger (Chairman); Mike, Lois and Pat Tuholske) 
Instructors need to be on-line quickly, discussion about who is responsible for instructors.  From closing 
board meeting in Potosi, comments were to have a nice self contained area like Potosi or Black Mountain 
where people didn’t need to travel far; several boats for the water class; wish food was better; bathrooms near 
sleeping areas; better communications between instructors (cadaver & airscenters).  For Ohio, Mike has talked 
to all trailing people and confirmed them.  He mentioned Denise Sharp (Arkansas Seminar) had also volunteer 
to teach.  Darcy had recommended Janet Geist, Darcy and Denver Holder for airscent.  Discussion about 
merits of individuals.  Agreed with Darcy’s recommendations, with Larry W possibly acting as a 4th instructor 
if the classes got big.  Discussion on whether or not to have a water cadaver class.  No instructor currently

(Please note : this was modified 
by a later board vote based on updated information – Secretary’s addition) 
 
Ginger will need Bio’s for instructors and contact info for all instructors to send them instructor contracts.  
Darcy will get Janet’s; Mike will get trailing instructors, Rick will get Pat Horn’s for cadaver. 
 
Camp status:  deposit still waiting on checking account, camp seems OK with that for now.  Checking account 
should be settled shortly, so should be able to make deposit for camp within 30 days.  Elane has talked to 
Anita at Canter’s Cave and they are OK for now.  Discussion on Carolyn’s seminar to-do list.  Board starts 
Sunday night with a board meeting at seminar.  Mike said we should be able to come into camp on Saturday to 
get things lined up.  Elane to sign camp agreement at get back to Canter’s Cave 
 
Mike discussed idea of lower rate for people attending without a dog.  Discussion surrounded fact that food 
and camp are large part of required fee, so difficult to give discount.  With limited time available to setup this 
year, decided board can’t reach a decision in time based on cost, idea table for further seminars. 
 
Auction – need to start getting donations and advertise for the auction.  Linda to work on sponsors, freebies, 
etc.  Anybody willing to get donations would be appreciated. 
 
Discussion on insurance; don’t know if it has been paid.  Larry/Ginger/Rick will try to locate information, in 
addition camp offers insurance for $1 per person.  Mike to verify with camp; others to verify what information 
they may have about insurance. 
 
Newsletter is due to go out, Ginger needs president’s report for newsletter. 
 
Membership Committee (newly assigned to Terri) last newsletter had 4 people in it and previous meeting 
minutes show them accepted.   Terri to use newsletter information to notify them of their membership status.  
Darcy to send Terri letter example; Rick to send patches and both to work for electronic copy of constitution 
and bylaws.  Since last meeting, 3 renewals and 1 new member application have been received.  New application 
(Wendy Mooney) will be sent to Ginger for posting in the newsletter.  Rick will send copy of membership card 
from Carolyn’s computer information.

Previous meeting minutes.  Lois moves to accept (with typo changes), Geri seconds.  All ayes. 
 
Treasurer’s report –  
Larry now has all accounts up to date except 1 – he is still waiting for full access to the remaining account.  
Total value of all accounts (with an approximate for 1 account without access) is approximately $39,000.   
 
Larry continues to work access to all accounts.  PayPal account is open and being used for memberships and 
can be used for seminar.  Terri is sometimes missing paperwork for people paying via PayPal but she is 
verifying with Larry as needed, and contacting those people to make sure they get paperwork in.  There were a 
few insufficient funds checks from the last seminar but nobody (on the board) knows who they were, so may 
still be an outstanding issue.

**** Seminar Reminders **** 

 
There are a number of things you want to 
remember for the seminar!  Here are a few 
reminders and recommendations that you can use 
as guidelines. 
 
For you: 
Appropriate clothes – check the internet before 
coming and look for a 10 day forecast.  Zip code 
for Jackson is 45640.  Bring what you think you’ll 
need to have a comfortable week. 
 
Bed Linens - Canter’s Cave has a nice bunkhouse 
but you will need to outfit yourself a bed.  
Whether it’s sheets and blankets, or sleeping bags, 
bring what keeps you comfortable.  Don’t forget 
your pillow ! 
 
Towels and toiletries – you’ll need towels and 
toiletries – don’t forget the little stuff 
 
Water – last year in Potosi we recommended 
everybody bring refillable water bottles.  It helps 
the environment and keeps waste down, even at 
camp.  We’d appreciate it if everybody does the 
same this year.  Don’t forget refillable water for 
your dog too!  Have an appropriate amount in 
your car for whichever class you’ll be taking. 
 
Snacks – everybody needs a bit of a snack when 
you attend an evening class or sit and chat with 
other seminar attendees.  Coolers are great for 
bringing your favorite soda or caffeine-charged 
drink! 
 
GPS and compass equipment – always 
important, but extremely helpful if you’d like to 
participate in our GPS Geocaching class and 
course.  Great way to test your skills. 
 
Pack and supplies – don’t forget your normal 
search pack or gear.  You want to train like you 
are ready to field and you never know what you’ll 
need. 
 
Special extras – don’t forget your medicines or 
emergency items.  Be prepared for bug stings, tick 

bites, poison ivy, walking uphill and all kinds of 
little things that have to do with being outside. 
 

For your dog: 
Health records/shot records – you’ll need these 
if you didn’t send them with your registration. 
 
Food as needed – if you have a finicky dog or 
one that might stress a little, bring some extra 
canned food and see if you can’t entice them to 
eat. 
 
Flea/tick preventive – hopefully applied 
beforehand.  Most of us will be in the woods – 
make sure you dog is prepared.  Don’t forget 
Heartworm preventive if you feel it’s necessary. 
 
Dog treats/rewards/what makes them tick – 
don’t forget that reward system! 
 
Poop bags – yes, we need to take care of what 
comes out the other end too.  Please, please be 
prepared to pick up after your dogs.  A bunch of 
dogs living in a small space for a week means we 
all need to be responsible and pick up after our 
dogs. 
 
In General – Canter’s Cave isn’t very far from 
town, and Mike has a list of emergency shopping 
locations.  If you are missing anything, you should 
be able to run to town and pick something up. 
 
Auction – our auction on Thursday night is very 
important!  CSAR uses the auction to off-set the 
costs of the seminar so we need people to bring 
auction items.  Items can be outdoors related; dog 
related; breed specific; something just plain old 
unique.  Food items (like the Granola and cookies 
from last year) are always popular too.  We also 
need you to spend money at the auction so don’t 
forget cash or check books!

** Geocaching 101  (probably Monday) 
 
"Geocaching is a high-tech treasure hunting game played throughout the world by adventure seekers 
equipped with GPS devices.   The basic idea is to locate hidden containers, called geocaches, outdoors and 
then share your experiences online.   Geocaching is enjoyed by people from all age groups, with a strong 
sense of community and support for the environment."  (www.geocaching.com)  
 
Geocaching is a great way to learn how to use your GPS Receiver.  This course will help introduce you to 
your GPS or help you get more proficient.  It is meant to be hands on and you will be looking for geocaches 
around Canter’s Cave!  You learn to input waypoints or coordinates, use the "GO TO" function,  and 
navigate from one point to the next, and save tracks, all while finding "goodies" along the way.  The class 
will be setup so that you can work individually or as a group.  You can aspire to be the FTF (First To Find) ! 
 There might even be a night cache.....  
 
While Geocaching may not have anything directly to do with SAR, it will definitely make you more 
comfortable with your GPS Receiver functions.  And it's FUN!!

2004.  She started geocaching as a way to learn more about her GPSr and how to use it expertly. 
 
 

** Terrain Navigator Pro (in conjunction with Geocaching 101) 

 

In class you will learn how to:  
• Customize your default settings in Terrain Navigator Pro.  
• Find map of area via street address, coordinates, GPS, etc.  
• Manage your maps by creating “Projects”.  
• Mark items of interest (PLS, articles found, IC, locations, etc).  
• Mark area radius (i.e. ½ mile, mile, etc).  
• Marking sectors  
• Printing options  
• Transfer to/from a GPS  
• Use aerial photos  
• If you bring your laptop computer with MapTech – TNP installed on it, you can do “hands on” 

training while in class. 
Nancy Culberson is a member of North Carolina Search and Rescue Dog Association and had been involved 
with SAR since 2003.  She currently works a NASAR certified Air Scent dog, which is currently training in 
Land HRD.

** Searching for the Suicidal Missing Person (Probably Tuesday) 

 

In Part 1 of this class, students shall learn more about the statistics of suicides, the warning signs and risk 
factors, and myths and truths.  Search statistics will be covered.  Searchers will learn what happens at the 
Command Post, determining initial search tactics and what to do in case an intervention is needed.  Legal 
issues will be covered as well as what to do after the search.  Role playing and group interventions will be 
part of the course. 
 
Rebecca (Becky) Dennis is a practicing licensed psychotherapist in the Los Angeles, CA area with 28 years of 
experience treating children, adolescents, and families. Her practice specializes in the treatment of depression, 
PTSD (Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder), and survivors of sexual abuse. She is an active member of the Mayor’s 
Crisis Response Team, the American Red Cross Disaster Services (Mental Health) and is certified by the ICISF 
in Critical Incident Stress Management. Ms. Dennis is a HAM operator with the LAFD ACS (Auxiliary 
Communications Service), CERT 3,  EMT, and a Certified Swiftwater Rescue Technician. 
 

Ms. Dennis is a certified K9 Handler (Air Scent) with her beloved Lab (“Kai”) and SARTech III. She 
is a Board member with the California Emergency Mobile patrol (C.E.M.P.), a volunteer search and 
rescue organization in the Los Angeles area. As C.E.M.P.’s Medical Officer, she has provided in-
service trainings on PTSD to searchers and disaster workers, stress management debriefing and 
emergency medical procedures in the field. She is a LAPD Reserve Officer Specialist (K9SAR) as 
well as a staff writer for the Search Dog News, a journal for working dog handlers. 
During her free time, Ms. Dennis enjoys camping with her dogs, kayaking, gardening, and spending 
time with friends.
